Horse Figurines from the Land of Israel

dating to Iron Age 1I

Dr. MiYoung Im

Although horse figurines were discovered already in the eatly
excavations in the Land of Israel, scholars have never studied
them as a separate subject. The figurines are made of clay and
are hand moulded. Some figurines are depicted with schemati-
cally featured riders. 842 horse figurines are collected in this
study. 767 figurines date to the 8th-7th centuries BCE and most
of the figurines(713) were found in Judean sites, particularly,
in Jerusalem. These figurines are schematic and usually solid
hand made with elongated muzzles and long necks. They are
mostly white washed, and are often decorated with applied bands
or painted straps, indicating the harnessing. The horse figurines
were often discovered with Judean pillar shaped female figurines
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in domestic contexts, such as streets, houses, and cisterns. Based
on a disc between the ears on several figurines and the text
in 2Kgs 23:11, the figurines have been interpreted as being re-
lated to sun worship. However, this disc seems to be a forelock
of the mane or a poll decoration and its relation with sun wor-
ship is not clarified. In the Iron Age II, since horses and chariots
were only used in military contexts, they must represent strength
in battles. There were Canaanite warrior gods riding horses and
chariots in wars. YHWH was a divine warrior as well, who
had horses and chatiots of fire in which he himself rode, control-
ling the wars and bringing triumph to the Israelites. Such beliefs
might have affected the Israelites while they were under the
stress of threats from Assyria in the 8th-7th centuries BCE.
The horse and chariot figurines might have represented pow-
er/strength and they must have provided them comfort in a

belief of protection against their enemies.
